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The intersection between education and digitisation is becoming increas-
ingly evident in contemporary society. In the case of Romania, this rela-
tionship is particularly relevant, having a direct impact on the structure
and functioning of the education system and on the respect of fundamen-
tal human rights, especially in terms of equal access to education between
rural and urban areas.

The digital transformation of education in Romania has made pro-
gress in recent years, bringing significant changes in the ways of teaching
and learning, The use of technology in the educational process has brought
obvious benefits, such as access to online educational resources, develop-
ment of digital skills and personalisation of learning. However, it is essen-
tial to bear in mind that the integration of technology is not uniform across
the country.

Following the COVID-19 pandemic, Romania has accelerated the
adoption of technology in pre-university education, implementing online
learning platforms and providing support for teachers in their use. How-
ever, this transition has highlighted significant differences in access to tech-
nology and connectivity among students, especially between rural and ur-
ban areas.

Human rights, as set out in the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights, explicitly include the right to equal and accessible education. In the
context of Romania, this implies the imperative need to make constant
efforts to ensure equitable access to quality education, regardless of geo-
graphical location.
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Educational disparities between rural and urban Romania are a sig-
nificant problem. Rural students often face limited resources, poor infra-
structure and reduced learning opportunities. These conditions affect their
chances of getting an adequate education, leading to a violation of their
fundamental rights. Closing these gaps is a vital priority for ensuring equal
opportunities and respect for human rights.

Digitisation of education is a powerful tool for reducing the ru-
ral-urban education gap in Romania. The use of technology can facilitate
access to high quality educational materials, including in geographically
isolated areas. Technology can also enable personalised teaching and deliv-
ery of content tailored to the individual needs of students.

A notable example is the government’s,Online School” programme,
launched in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic to support online
learning, While this program has certainly proven its usefulness, it has fur-
ther highlighted the disproportions in access to technology and connec-
tivity in different regions of the country. Thus, while essential, digitisation
needs to be accompanied by measures to ensure widespread access to tech-
nology and the internet.

The e-School programme has been extended to cover more schools
and ensure continuity of education in times of crisis. However, efforts need
to continue to ensure that these initiatives effectively benefit all pupils in
Romania. Moreover, it is crucial that the government works with non-gov-
ernmental organisations and other stakeholders to develop sustainable and
effective solutions to reduce the education gap.

The digitisation of education in Romania can be a key factor in re-
ducing the rural-urban gap in access to educational resources. In order to
achieve this goal, a holistic approach is needed, including investment in
infrastructure, development of digital skills of teachers and students, while
ensuring universal access to technology and connectivity.
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Intersectia dintre educatie i digitalizare devine tot mai evidenta in societatea
contemporand. In cazul Romaniei, aceasti relatie este deosebit de relevanti,
avind un impact direct asupra structurii si functionirii sistemului de inva-
tAmAant si asupra respectirii drepturilor fundamentale ale omului, in special
in ceea ce priveste egalitatea de acces la educatie intre mediul rural si urban.

Transformarea digitald a educatiei in Romania a inregistrat progrese
in ultimii ani, aducind modificiri semnificative in modalititile de predare
si invitare. Utilizarea tehnologiei in procesul educational a adus beneficii
evidente, cum ar f1 accesul la resurse educationale online, dezvoltarea com-
petentelor digitale si personalizarea invitirii. Cu toate acestea, este esential
sd avem in vedere ci integrarea tehnologiei nu este uniforma in intreaga tara.

In urma pandemiei de COVID-19, Romania a accelerat adoptarea
tehnologiei in invitimantul preuniversitar, implementind platforme de
invitare online si oferind suport pentru cadrele didactice in folosirea aces-
tora. Aceasti tranzitie a evidentiat insi diferentele semnificative in ceea ce
priveste accesul la tehnologie si conectivitate in rindul elevilor, in special
intre zonele rurale si cele urbane.

Drepturile omului, asa cum sunt enuntate in Declaratia Universali
a Drepturilor Omului, includ in mod explicit dreptul la educatie egala si
accesibili. In contextul Romaniei, acest aspect presupune nevoia imperi-
oasi de a depune eforturi constante pentru a garanta accesul echitabil la o
educatie de calitate, indiferent de locatia geografici.

Discrepantele educationale dintre mediul rural si urban din Roma-
nia constituie o problemi semnificativi. Elevii din mediul rural se con-
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frunti adesea cu resurse limitate, infrastructuri precari si oportunititi de
invitare reduse. Aceste conditii le afecteazi sansele de a obtine o educatie
adecvati, ceea ce duce la o incilcare a drepturilor lor fundamentale. Redu-
cerea acestor decalaje reprezinti o prioritate vitald pentru asigurarea egali-
tatii de sanse si respectarea drepturilor omului.

Digitalizarea educatiei reprezinti un instrument potent pentru re-
ducerea decalajelor educagionale dintre mediul rural si urban din Romania.
Utilizarea tehnologiei poate facilita accesul la materiale educationale de
inalti calitate, inclusiv in zonele izolate geografic. De asemenea, tehnologia
poate permite personalizarea predarii si livrarea de continut adaptat nevo-
ilor individuale ale elevilor.

Un exemplu notabil il reprezintd programul guvernamental ,Scoald
online,” lansat in contextul pandemiei de COVID-19 pentru a sustine pro-
cesul de invitare online. Chiar daci acest program si dovedit in mod cert
utilitate, el a scos la suprafatd si mai mult disproportiile in ceea ce priveste
accesul la tehnologie si conectivitate in diferite regiuni ale tarii. Astfel, desi
esentiald, digitalizarea trebuie insotiti de misuri pentru asigurarea accesu-
lui extins la tehnologie si internet.

Programul ,Scoald online” a fost extins pentru a acoperi mai multe
scoli si a asigura continuitatea educatiei in conditii de criz. Cu toate aces-
tea, eforturile trebuie si continue pentru a se asigura ci ade ceste initiative
beneficiazi efectiv toti elevii din Romania. Mai mult decit att, este crucial
ca guvernul si colaboreze cu organizatiile neguvernamentale si alte pirti
interesate pentru a dezvolta solutii durabile si eficiente pentru reducerea
discrepantelor educationale.

Digitalizarea educatiei in Roménia poate reprezenta un factor esen-
tial in reducerea decalajelor dintre mediul rural si cel urban, in ceea ce pri-
veste accesul la resursele educationale. Pentru a atinge acest obiectiv, este
necesard o abordare holistici care si includi investitii in infrastructura,
dezvoltarea competentelor digitale ale cadrelor didactice si elevilor, conco-
mitent cu asigurarea accesului universal la tehnologie si conectivitate.
