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Human rights correspond to the fundamental needs of every hu-
man being,

The rights that every human being obtains by birth, as well as the
rights of unborn beings, are inherent, in other words no one can ever be
deprived of them under any circumstances. They belong to us because we
are human beings and their Giver is God!

All people are equally entitled to all rights, regardless of gender, na-
tional or ethnic origin, colour, religion, spoken language, in the presence or
absence of any disability.

All rights are interrelated, of equal importance and cannot be denied
in favour of one another. No state or state authority may adopt measures
that restrict human rights. Where such situations arise at national level,
rights can be defended at international level.

Human rights are a protection for all, they provide guarantees before
justice, protect religious freedom, ensure the protection of disadvantaged
people, provide the human specificity for the implementation and develo-
pment of democracy.

Every year on 10 December, International Human Rights Day is
marked, since the Universal Declaration of Human Rights was signed on 10
December 1948. The Declaration contains civil, political, economic, proce-
dural and social rights, and in this context the right to education is listed.

Article 14 of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European
Union states:

,Everyone has the right to education and to have access to vocational
training and further training. This right shall include the opportunity to
receive free compulsory education.” This implies that no one can be denied
the right to education, and that the State, in exercising the functions it
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will assume in the field of education and teaching, will respect the right of
parents to provide such education and teaching in accordance with their
religious and philosophical convictions.

Also that compulsory education is a right of every child, through
free access to an educational institution.

The aims of a child’s education are:

- Development of personality, mental abilities and aptitudes to their
full potential.

- Development of respect for fundamental human rights and free-
doms.

- Development of respect for parents, for his cultural identity, his own
language and values, national values, human civilization.

- Preparing the child to assume the responsibilities of life in a free
society.

- Developing respect for the natural environment.

Today's fast-moving society has become an extremely dynamic en-
vironment in which each of us lives at a fast pace, with exceptional promise
but also with unsettling prospects.

For a long time I believed that the Romanian education system is
one that offers equal rights and opportunities to all those who benefit from
it. But the pandemic came and many Romanians realized the system’s in-
ability to adapt to realities that we had not imagined would overwhelm us
organizationally, managerially, emotionally. Many children and adolescents
were already living in a digital culture that they no longer found in school.

This is because both the education system and most teachers have
not kept up with all that the digital revolution has offered. Virtual games,
discussion groups, mobile classrooms, online resources, digital portfolios
have become necessary tools to be used in the educational process. But are
they accessible to all, can they be used without a material base capable of
accessing real-time information, data, communication protocols ?

Does a pupil from a rural background or from a large family have
the same opportunities to be an active part of the age-specific educational
process? During the pandemic, it was clear that there were big differen-
ces between Romanian children in terms of access to education. Not only
were big differences observed between urban and rural environments with
regard to so-called digital education, but also separately, in each of these
environments, due to different financial possibilities.
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The transition from blackboard, chalk, notebook, pen to tablet or
laptop, was not accessible to all. And in this case can we still talk about
equality of equal opportunities in the educational process? Has the transi-
tion from traditional to digital learning been, through the care of the state,
a process that does not lead to great inequalities between the beneficiaries
of the education system ?

While the availability of internet connectivity has solved many of
the problems that hindered access to digital education, the purchase of di-
gital equipment, access to apps and online learning platforms are realities
that still create clear differences in the right to education. What would be
the conditions under which education in the digital age could minimise the
risks of limitation to education and thus enhance the right to education?
The digitisation of society, including education, must be done in such a way
that everyone has the same equal, subsidiary, inclusive conditions. We are
now in a position to identify both the benefits of digitisation and its risks.
We can already talk about a society based on analogue technologies being
replaced by one based on digital technology. The analogue society is cen-
tred on narrative, story, events, history. The digital one reduces reality to a
number, there is no more history, because it is an eternal present. When a
new society starts, everything changes, rearranges, new hierarchies emerge,
and the weakest are usually marginalised. Can these people still have indis-
criminate access to education?

The transition and interaction in a digital society can cause many
people to isolate themselves, to empty the content of their inner lives, their
dreams, their hopes, in favour of living life as a function of search algo-
rithms, identifying the purpose of life.

Homo Sapiens becomes Homo Connexus, which will certainly try
to marginalize or even eliminate from society those who are less prepared
for the great changes specific to the digital society. In my opinion the on-
line census has clearly shown the great problems of adaptability of an en-
tire generation to the demands of the digital age. When the weakest, least
prepared can no longer find a place in the education system, how can they
become active in the new society? Does he still have the right to argue his
claims to support, understanding, help, from an algorithm-driven board or
can he still find understanding from an Al device ?

If we want our children and grandchildren to be able to enjoy un-
restricted access to education and equal rights to learn, we, today’s adults,
must master technology.
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What will the new digital society look like?

How will people behave in the digital society?

Will we be able to talk about people and machines or just machine
people? The seduction of total digitisation can have destructive effects on
personal development and interpersonal relationships. Will we master the
phenomenon of digitisation or will we become its slaves for decades? May
the good Lord give wisdom to all those involved in the radical transforma-
tion of human society through digitization, so that we may enjoy further
rest of soul, the joy of living among people, learning and being taught !

,Orice persoani are dreptul la educatie precum si la accesul la forma-
re profesionald si formare continud. Acest drept include posibilitatea de a
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urma gratuit invitimantul obligatoriu.” Aceasta presupune ci niminui nu
i se poate refuza dreptul la instruire, iar Statul, in exercitarea functiilor pe
care si le va asuma in domeniul educatiei si al invitimantului, va respecta
dreptul parintilor de a asigura aceasti educatie si invitimant, conform con-
vingerilor lor religioase si filozofice.

De asemenea, ci invitimantul obligatoriu este un drept al fiecirui
copil, prin accesul gratuit la o institutie de invitimant.

Daci ne dorim pentru copiii si nepotii nostrii ca si se poati bucura
de acces neingridit la educatie si egalitate in dreptul de a invita, trebuie ca
noi, adultii de astizi, s stipanim asupra tehnologiei.
